Desc.:   2 cm of textual records; 14 photographs, 4 album pages 

 

Bio/Admin History:   The Vang Ladies Aid was established in April 29, 1900 at the 

home of Mrs. Thomas Dahl.  The Ladies met to sew, knit and 

crochet items that could be sold at the annual bazaar to raise funds 

for the construction of the Vang Lutheran Church (built 1899) 

Norwegian Synod.  The Aid assisted with Church programs and 

activities – including picnics, Sunday school, catering at weddings 

and other events. In later years the Aid made quilts for raffles at 

their spring “Strawberry Tea” until 1995 when membership both 

aged and dwindled.  They still provided a stained glass window in 

the church in 1998.  In 2000, the remaining Aid members decided 

to fold 100 years after the group started. 

 

Scope/ Content:   The fonds consists of the minute books of the Vang Ladies’ Aid 

(1961-1966 & 1982-2000), one of which included the constitution 

of the Ladies’ Aid, the president’s book (1986-2000), which 

included records of the Strawberry Tea, and a handwritten history 

compiled by Margaret Mullin, the last president; and 14 

photographs.  As well, there is a history handwritten by an 

unknown person, 4 album pages and 6 church programs. 

 

Custodial History:   The records were donated to the MDHS in 2001 and 2003 by 

Margaret Mullin, the last President after the Ladies Aid met in 

April 2000 and decided to give the books to the Museum and 

Archives.
