The Millet Bulletin was a weekly publication, issued on Thursdays
initially for a subscription of $2, by Publisher T.W. Pue. The
paper contained advertising and local news items and eventually
also contained “plate” from other newspapers. The paper published
from October 1946 to August 1949. The numbering of the issues
was sometimes inaccurate and the day of publication changed from
time to time. In June 1947 Pue moved the printing operation to
Killam and started another weekly there. In July 1948 another
move was made, this time to Edmonton and the format was
reduced to a smaller size tabloid. The format was again increased
with the first issue in the fourth volume published in 1949.

The material was donated to the Millet and District Historical
Society by the Legislative Library in 2006.

The fonds consists of hard copies of the newspaper from vol. 1,
number 1 to vol 4, number 34 issued in August 1949. There are
some missing issues.
